Résistance! takes up the fight for the traditional French varieties of the Barossa with gnarly old vine Grenache, Syrah &
Mourvèdre.

This is such an easy to like wine, with subtle richness, sweet spice, soft tannins and juicy acidity leading to a finish that is
generous, warm and inviting. The kind of wine that everyone is going to enjoy.

9 months Elevage in seasoned (3 - 8yr old) French oak Hogsheads support deep-
fruited, dark cherry, strawberry and mineral laden (graphite/ferrous) palate with a lovely savoury lick of supple fine-grain
tannin. Gentle refreshing acidity gives great line and drives the brooding and delicious fruit through to a lingering finish."
