This Chateauneuf is sublime quality and extreme value. The famously humble Charvin is so traditional that he won't charge
nearly the price of his neighbours, despite his vineyards of low-yeilding old vines located in the heart of Chateauneuf. The
winemaking too is a traditional treasure, with no oak and instead whole bunch fermentation in concrete tank creating a
classic balance of immense fruit purity and layered complexity. Charvin doesn't fuss with top tiers or special cuvees, so this
estate bottling offers the full heart and soul of his best fruit. Outstanding wine.
