Silky texture, with crushed red fruits and with a velvet mineral acidity. Fine tannins support this elegantly floral and savoury
expression of Angel Flower in 2022. Great length, subtle flavours that linger long. A elegant wine that has understated power.

Planted between 2000-2002 at 11,111 vines/ha and farmed biodynamically from inception. A beautiful, very steep, north-
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facing block. Coarse, shallow soils that enhance the aromatics; 15% clay, 5-10% active lime.

Carefully hand sorted, fully destemmed and fermented with wild yeasts using infusion methods for 21-27 days. Settled in tank
before being transferred to French wooden barrels. Elevage of 18 months, then bottled unfined and unfiltered."
