This has been one of our favourite Marlborough Sauvignon Blancs from the 2025 vintage, so it's nice to see it garner some
more success from the show circuit. Already with an impressive line-up of gold medals, it recently picked up its most
impressive gong yet receiving a gold medal at the prestigious 2026 International Wine Challenge last month.

The Rapaura Springs Rohe series Sauvignon Blancs have become benchmark sub-regional wines and none more so than this
Dillons Point. The vines are along the confluence of the Wairau and Opawa Rivers, near Marlborough’s coast. The combination
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of deep, young, mineral-rich alluvial silts, layered over sand and the sea-salt laden air give the wine a distinctive character
which is very appealing.

Winery notes (2025 Vintage)
"This wine oozes ripeness, with intense passionfruit and blackcurrant flavours, that combine with a salty minerality unique to
Dillon's Point. This wine is immediately expressive but will continue to drink well for the next three years.

Dillon’s Point is defined by the confluence of the Wairau and Opawa Rivers, near Marlborough’s coast. The sub-region has
deep, young, mineral-rich alluvial silts, layered over sand, which our Sauvignon Blanc vines thrive on."
