The Rivetto family wine business began in 1902 and is now in the hands of fourth generation Enrico Rivetto, whose
winemaking philosophy is one of minimum intervention and maximum respect for the vineyard. No synthetic chemicals are
used in the vineyards and the vine rows are planted with native grasses and legumes.

Situated between the villages of Serralunga and Sinio, under Enrico’s leadership, Rivetto has gone from strength to strength,
producing elegant, supple and very drinkable examples of the best Piedmont has to offer.

"An extremely pleasing and drinkable wine, and although it has a high alcohol grade this never overpowers its fruity
character. Its red colour has Bordeaux reflections and the slow trickle from the edge of the glass confirms its optimal
concentration and good body.
